2008 Lexington Outdoor Mural
Presented by LexArts and LFUCG

Site selection criteria:

A panel of committee members will review each site application and consider the following criteria to assess and select mural sites.

1. Availability of a suitable, mural-ready wall;

2. Scale of wall relative to visibility;

3. High visibility for both pedestrians and vehicles;

4. Community support for the mural shown through partnerships with neighborhood organizations, municipal agencies (i.e fire dept), schools, or an alliance of community residents;

5. Involvement and contribution to the mural through organizing volunteers, promoting the project, stewardship and maintenance of mural;

6. Commitment of a community liaison to organize at least 2 community meetings with residents, commissioned artist, and LexArts staff;
7. 5 year commitment and permission to proceed with mural from building owner;

8. 5 year commitment to maintain the property surrounding the mural;

9. Organize a dedication ceremony of the Mural;
10. The uniqueness and importance of your application.

Selection and Notification:

LexArts will facilitate the production of murals based on the availability of funds.  In 2008, LexArts and LFUCG aim to produce 3 public murals.  The selection process will be competitive based on the number of applications received.  Lexington Outdoor Mural Committee will select from mural site applications demonstrating strong partnerships and locations in committed neighborhoods.  The Committee will conduct a visibility study of the site including pedestrian and vehicular traffic flow, usability of wall surface and lighting.  Once sites are selected, LexArts will contact each applicant by March 31, 2008 to notify the committee’s decision.  One artist will be paired with each selected site.  Meetings between the neighborhood group and artist will determine the scope of the project and composition.  If your application is not selected for the 2008 Lexington Outdoor Murals Program, it will be placed on a waiting list and considered for the 2009 Mural Program.
